Arrangement and Description
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INTRODUCTION 
 

The Newfoundland and Labrador Genealogical Society, Inc. (NLGS) was founded in 1984 to 

promote interest in, and facilitate family history research in Newfoundland and Labrador. To 

perform these tasks NLGS incorporated as a non-profit corporation in 1987, and changed its 

name to the Family History Society of Newfoundland and Labrador (FHSNL) in 2004. FHSNL 

has collections of material relating to genealogy and history, including: manuscripts, books, 

periodicals, family trees, microfiche, census records, parish registers and cemetery inscriptions. 

 

To enhance the collections and preserve records of the FHSNL, the Society has committees with 

appropriate mandates. The collections are accessible to the membership of the Society and the 

general public. All donations or gifts to the Family History Society of Newfoundland and 

Labrador, Inc. become the absolute and total property of the Society, without restrictions by 

donors, except by prior and mutual agreement of both the donor and FHSNL. 

 

The Cemetery Cataloguing Committee is the society's largest collection. This collection consists 

of headstone transcriptions from cemeteries in the province of Newfoundland and Labrador, or in 

any other region that has Newfoundlanders interred. A large part of this collection has come to 

the society from volunteers, who have transcribed cemetery transcriptions for themselves or the 

Society. 

 

The collection consists of four parts: 

 

1 Edited transcripts of inscriptions generally donated by volunteers. 

2 Marker Record Forms, hand written transcripts containing a complete transcript and 

detailed description of each headstone. 

3 Photographs of headstones, integrated into the collection. 

4 Published and manuscript related material: books, articles, documents including 

information on how to transcribe, preserve, conserve and restore headstones and 

cemeteries. 

 

A large part of the collection has been entered into a database from which general and specific 

searches may be undertaken. 

 

Related material includes a collection of burial registers in the custody of the Parish Registers 

Committee. Burial Registers take the form of photocopies of originals and typescripts. These 

may be indexed into the Parish Register Database. 

 

A growing segment of the collection has been accumulated by the Society's involvement in the 

federal Student Employment Experience Development (SEED) program and has enabled the 

FHSNL, in cooperation with other historical groups around the island, to hire students to 

transcribe inscriptions from cemeteries in various parts of the province. These transcriptions 

contain not only the basic transcription, but also the size, condition and material of the stone, the 

engraver, and all religious or secular verses.

RESTRICTIONS 

The collection is accessible by individuals conducting personal research at the Genealogical 

Resource Centre. The database is accessible upon application and payment of the appropriate 

fees. 

 

COLLECTION EXTENT 

The extent of the collection is c. 9 meters of paper and c. 4 megabytes of computer memory. 

 

RESPONSIBILITY FOR ERRORS 

The Cemetery Cataloguing Committee does not hold itself responsible for any errors and/or 

omissions in the collection. The Committee encourages users of the collection to contribute 

additional information or point out errors. 

 

ARRANGEMENT AND DESCRIPTION 

The collection has been divided into 20 historical/geographical regions, plus one sub collection 

that includes all cemeteries outside the province (called Global). These divisions are loosely 

based on the regional designations in MARC Format Cataloguing and Data Entry for Memorial 

University of Newfoundland Folklore and Language Archives (MUNFLA). The collection is 

divided by community, in the case of typed collections, and held in small paper binders, or in the 

case of student grant projects, in large three ringed binders by region, and shelved by region. The 

database is also divided by region. 

 

Each cemetery, community, and region has been coded for the purpose of the database, when it 

becomes available for research, and may be accessed by region. Any request for paper copies 

should be by community and region. These codes are listed in the Finding Aid under the 

columns: COM CODE (community code) and CEM CODE (cemetery code). The following is an 

explanation of the code system, the regional divisions, and abbreviations used in the database: 

 

INTERPRETATION OF COMMUNITY CODES 

The codes used to identify communities are entered in a four level arrangement, using uppercase 

letters. Since most communities entered are located in Newfoundland and Labrador, it was 

decided to assume Canada (CA) and Newfoundland (NF) to be the first two entries in the 

community location field. The exception would be in the Global collection which would reflect 

all necessary levels. 

 

LEVEL 1: ISO COUNTRY CODES 

Two upper case letters from the ISO codes for computer data entry (used only if community is 

located outside of Newfoundland and Labrador).  

 

LEVEL 2: PROVINCE, STATE AND COUNTY CODES 

Two or three uppercase letters based on recognized lists of codes for states of the United States, 

counties of Great Britain and Ireland, and provinces of Canada (used only if community is 

located outside Newfoundland). 
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LEVEL 3: REGIONAL DESIGNATORS – NEWFOUNDLAND AND LABRADOR 

Two uppercase letters designating a region of the province of Newfoundland and Labrador 

loosely based on the regional designations in the 1990 publication MARC Format Cataloguing 

and Data Entry (the first entry in this field for most communities).

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INTRODUCTION 
  

 The Sydney Gordon Myles fonds represents a significant resource for genealogists researching families 

from the south coast of Newfoundland, particularly the area from Burgeo to Channel-Port aux Basques. The fonds 

was donated to the Newfoundland and Labrador Genealogical Society in 1997. Preliminary arrangement and 

description was carried out under a Summer Career Placement Program in 2000, with the advice from the 

Association of Newfoundland and Labrador Archives’ Professional Development Officer. Roberta Thomas was 

contracted to produce the final guide in October 2001. 
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FONDS DESCRIPTION 

Title   S. Gordon Myles fonds -1984-1996.-2.41 meters textual records 

 

Biographical sketch Gordon Myles was born Sydney Gordon Miles at Grand Bruit, Newfoundland, on March 

15, 1936. He was the son of Marjorie Florence Billard and Roy Cameron Miles. The 

Miles family moved to Sudbury, Ontario when Gordon was 14. He completed grade 8 at 

Grand bruit and subsequently attended the Sudbury Mining and Technical Institute 

Secondary School, graduation from grade 10 in 1952. The family changed their name 

from Miles to Myles when they moved to Sudbury, because it was a more widely 

recognized spelling of the name. Gordon was successful at school and was the recipient 

of a number of awards. In 1953 Myles' father, mother and sister were killed in a boating 

accident, and Gordon went to live with his aunt and uncle, Dorothy and Ross Billard. He 

finished secondary school in 1955, and enrolled in Victoria College, University of 

Toronto, graduating four years later with an honours degree in history. Immediately after 

graduating, Gordon was employed as a researcher with the Ontario-St. Lawrence 

Development Commission and the following September, (1959) he went to work at the 

Public Archives of Ontario in Toronto.  

  

Gordon Myles married Marilyn Janet Hussey in 1960. The same year, he enrolled at 

Ontario College of Education in Toronto, and in 1961, he was hired by the Etobikoke 

Board of Education. Five year later he became the head of the history department at a 

new school under the Etobikoke Board. In 1974 he took a year's leave to study at the 

University of Toronto School of Library Science and was awarded a master's degree in 

December 1976. In 1979 he was appointed head of the Library Department in the 

Etobikoke School system.  

 
Scope and content The fonds consists of Gordon Myles family and community research files. It includes an 

exhaustive collection of genealogical material as well as some completed family histories 

and a history of the community of Grand Bruit on the south coast of Newfoundland. The 

main families included in Myles study are the Billard, Kinslow, Myles/Miles, 

MacDonald/McDonald and Melbourne. The research material consists of photocopies 

from parish records, cemetery inscriptions, census, land grants, newspapers, directories 

and yearbooks and published material. Myles research notes are meticulously complied 

and organized, and include questionnaires, pedigree Charts, and data sheets containing 

vital statistics and draft monographs. Duplicated material has been removed from the 

fonds. News clippings have been photocopied and the originals destroyed.  

 

Arrangement  The fonds have been organized into seven series and sub-series to clarify the original 

order. Order within the files has been maintained. Series are: 1. Correspondence. 2.
